AAbboouutt DDrr.. TT.. MM.. GGrraabbeerr

Dr T. M. Graber received the DMD degree from Wash-
ington University in 1940 and continued his postdoc-
toral training in Orthodontics and Anatomy at North-
western University, where he received his MSD and PhD
degrees. 

During most of the 1950s, Dr Graber served as an Asso-
ciate Professor at Northwestern University. In 1969, he
was appointed Professor and Head of the Orthodontic
Section at the Pritzker School of Medicine, University of
Chicago, a position he held until 1982. In 1964, he
founded the Kenilworth Dental Research Foundation,
where he has been Director ever since. 

Today, he is Clinical Professor of Orthodontics at the
University of Illinois and a Visiting Professor at univer-
sities around the world. In 1980 Dr Graber was appoint-
ed editor of the Reviews and Abstracts section of the
American Journal of Orthodontics. In 1985, he took the
reins as Editor-in-Chief of the same Journal and served
in that capacity until May 2000. Under his watch, the
AAO's publication was renamed the American Journal
of Orthodontics and Dentofacial Orthopedics. At pre-
sent he is the Editor-in-Chief of the World Journal of
Orthodontics. 

Dr Graber has written 20 books, 20 book chapters, and
more than 160 scientific articles in refereed journals. He
has lectured widely and taught more than 450 continu-
ing education courses. Among the multitude of awards
he has are the Albert H. Ketcham Award, the Jarabak
International Teacher's Award, and 4 honorary doctor-
ate degrees. He is a Honorary Fellow of the World Fed-
eration of Orthodontists.
