The aim of this textbook is to inform dentists, forensic
sungeons physicians of various specialties as well as
nursing staff working in the Health and Care
Services on the most recent scientific data
concerning the "Child Abuse Syndrome", and stress
the social role of Dental science. Moreover, the
textbook aims to provide necessary knowledge and
ehnance critical judgement and observation skills of
professionals involved in cases of possible child
abuse, so that these cases are recognized more
easily and reported to the corresponding authorities
without any delay. 
The book can be divided into two sections. The first
one includes chapters 1-5 and provides
comprehensive information to dentists about the
Child Abuse Syndrome; it starts with a presentation
of the historical background of this social
phenomenon. Statistical data and risk factors,
internationally considered as predisposing
parameters for child abuse, are then presented.
Finally, various forms of the Syndrome are
presented, distinguished into types of abuse, types
of neglect, and others.
Section 2 includes chapters 6-8 and concerns the
diagnosis of the Syndrome; it is divided in two parts:
the first one deals with diagnosis on "living" victims
and concerns clinical dentists and specialized
forensic odontologists. It presents the traumatic
lesions generally encountered in this Syndrome,
differential diagnosis from similar traumatic or other
lesions, procedures followed to record and report
cases to competent authorities as well as the legal
framework in force in order to protect and support
abused children in Greece. The second part deals
with diagnosis on "dead" victims and concerns,
mainly, forensic odontologists. This describes the
basic principles of Forensic Odontology followed
when recording evidence, collection of findings from
the victim and suspects, impression-taking of
traumatic biting injuries, and finally, analysis and
comparative evaluation of the findings.

Taking into account the increasing number of child
aduse victims, as well as of non-successfully
recognized victims, it is easily understood how
important is for all medical professionals to
recognize such cases as early as possible so that all
necessary measures could be taken to protect
children from further abuse, which in some cases
may be proved fatal. If one considers the lack of
relevant Greek literature concerning this issue from a
dental point of view, it becomes obvious how
important for the dentists in Greece this publication
is especially for those colleagues whose patients are
mostly children, such as orthodontists and
pedodontists.     
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
