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One year ago, the Board of Trustees of the Greek
Orthodontic Society appointed me Editor of its bilingual
scientific journal, the Hellenic Orthodontic Review,
succeeding Professor A. E. Athanasiou who managed to
publish, upgrade and establish the journal of the Greek
Orthodontic Society both nationally and internationally.
Without doubt, it is a heavy task to follow such a
successful predecessor. I feel obliged to express through
these lines my gratitude to Dr. A. E. Athanasiou for his
valuable contribution to the Greek and international
orthodontic community.

Hellenic Orthodontic Review was first published in 1998.
Since then, it is published un-interrupted to date. During
the last 7 years, 7 volumes comprising of 14 issues and 3
supplements have been published.

Each issue includes an interview of an internationally
acclaimed and established orthodontist. Interviews from
Drs. T. M. Graber, C.]. Burstone, B. Melsen, S. E. Bishara,
W. R. Proffit, B. Thilander, ]. Delaire, F. Miura, ]. Philippe,
]. P. Moss, P. Rygh, T. Kuroda, O. C. Tuncay and R. ].
Isaacson have already been published. This issue includes
an interview from Dr. L. Turpin, whereas interviews from
Dr. E. Witt and Dr. T. Rakosi are under preparation for
future issues.

In total, 74 papers were published during the period
1998-2004, including 14 interviews and 60 scientific
articles. The latter include 28 research studies, 24 reviews
and 8 case reports or articles of general interest. Greek
colleagues contributed with 49 scientific articles, while
foreign colleagues with 11.

Hellenic Orthodontic Review was and remains the only
Greek national journal. The journal’s continued existence
becomes all the more difficult due to the fact that there
are relatively few specialized orthodontists in Greece and
various infrastructure conditions are almost unfavorable,
such as the publication of orthodontic articles in several
general dentistry journals which belong to a subsequent
large number of Greek scientific societies. These
problems are at least partially counterbalanced by the
fact that Hellenic Orthodontic Review is published
bilingually, in Greek and English language. This fact may
be considered as an advantage, since it attracts
international readership.

Since I undertook my position in 2004 and in order to
increase the journal's impact, some changes have been
made to both International and Greek Editorial Boards,
which are as follows:

International Editorial Board will be invited to publish
comprehensive literature reviews. Hellenic Orthodontic
Review is already included in IATROTEK, the Greek
medical data base [www.iatrotek.org] - similar to the
international PubMed database - that comprises the
most significant Greek medical journals, a fact that also
contributes to an increase of the impact of our journal.

In order to increase the readership and the number of
literature citations of papers published in our journal,
since 2003 all articles of the Hellenic Orthodontic Review
are available free of charge in full text at the journal's
site: [www.grortho.gr/hor]. The previously published
issues, since the start of publication in 1998, have
already been digitized and efforts are being made to
have them also freely available in full text on the
journal's site before the end of 2005.

Finally, beginning with this issue, certain changes have
been made concerning the layout of the journal and the
instructions to authors, mainly involving paper
preparation and submission. The most important change
is the fact that from now on the manuscripts should be
submitted only in electronic form, either by e-mail or by
express mail in CDs. This will facilitate the reviewing
process, which will significantly decrease the time
between submission and publication of the articles.

It is the hope of the editor that with the changes already
performed, as well as the journal’s goals for the near
future, Hellenic Orthodontic Review will succeed in
attracting a high number of quality papers submitted for
publication by new authors, which in turn will increase
both the journal’s readability and its impact, nationally
and internationally.
